to expose the research being
undertaken across the faculty.

The Faculty of Science
conducts a comprehensive
induction program for research
students. The program includes
seminars covering issues such
as research planning, health and
safety issues, research IT support
and information on the rights and
responsibilities of science
researchers. A range of other
seminars and events are held
each year, including the following:
Writing a literature review;
Improving your oral presentation
skills; Optimising your experience
through constructive
relationships; Applying for
postgraduate research
scholarships; Increasing your
productivity; Dealing with the
media; Career development
seminars.

e-Research Services

The Monash e-Research Centre
provides all Monash researchers
with access to outstanding
advice and assistance that
enables them to manage their
research projects and data in

a highly effective and efficient
manner. The centre can provide
advice, information and
assistance to researchers to help
them identify, specify, develop
and configure IT tools and data
management systems and
practices to meet their specific
needs.

Sharllene Siva Barathi Marimuthu
PhD student — Faculty of Law

With her PhD sponsored by
the Malaysian Government,
Monash researcher Sharllene
Siva Barathi Marimuthu plans
to make her home country

a safer place for consumers
of pharmaceuticals.

“Adequate regulations are
essential to restrict the
proliferation of false and
misleading advertisements of
therapeutic goods. Consumers
need to be protected from the
physical harm and financial
losses resulting from these
advertisements” says
Sharllene.

Her research aims to evaluate
the existing regulation of
therapeutic goods advertising
in Malaysia and suggest
reforms to improve them.

To achieve this, the research
compares and analyses the
current regulations in Malaysia
with Australia and the United
States of America.

Her decision to do a PhD at

Monash Law School was not
taken lightly. “I considered at
least three major universities

before choosing Monash
University in Australia” she
says. Monash attracted her
as the place to further her
education for a number of
reasons including the
reputation of the university,
the availability of experts in
the field, and the overall
support from the faculty
for her research.

Sharllene’s advice to potential
research students is to find

out early what services and
resources they will need for
successful completion,
whether these are libraries,
on-line resources or other
student-support services.
“Further, you should remember
the direction of your thesis may
change over time due to new
findings, resources availability
or supervision direction, so

the ability to be flexible to
accommodate these
contingencies and to continue
working is crucial” she
concludes.
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Postgraduate grants

Lisa Alexander
PhD student — Faculty of Science

When the opportunity arose for
Lisa Alexander to work with
some of the most
internationally renowned
climate scientists she jumped
at the chance.

“| worked for many years as a
research scientist, first for the
UK’s Hadley Centre for Climate
Change and then for the
Australian Bureau of
Meteorology. While my job
prospects were good and
| enjoyed working at the
forefront of climate change
research, | somehow felt | had
missed out by not pursuing a
PhD.”

Now Lisa is enjoying the
rewards of researching the
mechanisms driving changes
in climate extremes in
Australia, working with some
of the most internationally
recognised researchers in
her field.

“My main supervisor is a
Federation Fellow and
internationally renowned

climate impact scientist and
my second supervisor has
been a lead author for several
of the Intergovernmental Panel
on Climate Change (IPCC)
reports. The IPCC won the
Nobel Peace Prize jointly with
Al Gore in 2007 for their work.”

Monash has also provided Lisa
the opportunity to extend her
professional networks. “I have
been able to attend both
national and international
conferences to present my
work. In 2007 | was fortunate
enough to go conferences in
Adelaide and Sydney, Italy,
Vietnam and the USA.”

While Lisa admits attending
conferences can be stressful
and tiring they are well worth it.
“It’s a very rewarding
experience to be able to
interact with your peers and
the most respected scientists
in the field. Usually you come
away having lots of ideas for
further research and it’s a good
way to make contacts and
build up collaborations.”

Travel grants

Each year more than 350

travel grants are offered to
postgraduate research students.
These awards give students the
opportunity to gain significant
national and international
experience and exposure,

and access to an extended
community of colleagues.

Monash postgraduate
researchers can be found all over
the world, presenting papers at
international conferences;
collaborating with other research
teams; accessing archives and
specialist facilities; and
undertaking fieldwork.

Recent examples of international
research activities funded by a
postgraduate travel grant include:

e Biological Sciences student,
Elizabeth Megan Wallis
discussed her current research
in New Zealand with a number
of senior post-doctoral fellows,
laboratory heads as well as
fellow PhD candidates.

e \While presenting a paper,
Fiona Jean Morrision, an
Education student, met key
researchers interested in
motivation and learning and
was elected postgraduate
representative on the
Motivation and Learning
Special Interest Group.

¢ While attending an
international conference,
lbrahim Abraham was able
to network with a number
of scholars as well as being
exposed to current
developments and trends
in sociology not present
in Australia.

e David Michael Drew leant
about other approaches being
undertaken to model forest
growth. He discussed hybrid
modelling techniques and
related methodologies with
other researchers in the field.

e Stephen Garrett, a Fine Arts
student presented at a
conference in UK. His research
was well received and the
event was a ‘confidence
boosting experience.” Many
academics from all over the
world provided a rich
discussion over several days.

e Stephanie Helm'’s fieldwork
trip to Japan allowed valuable
visits to museums as well as
opportunities to interact with
fellow music students and
other musicians. Historical
data, not available in Australia,
such as copies of concert
programs, media articles, and
annual reports were collected,
as well as books and other
relevant material written by
Japanese gamelan experts.

e An Education student,
Roslyn Patricia Steel gained
considerable knowledge and
understanding of the nature
and provision of facilities and
support for gifted students and
their families in different parts
of the USA.

Postgraduate
publication awards

The preparation and publication
of papers arising from
candidates’ research is a crucial
component of research training.
Accordingly, Monash offers
funding to high-achieving
students for this important stage
of their candidature.

The Postgraduate Publications
Award provides a living allowance
for up to 12 weeks for doctoral
and masters by research
students whose theses are under
examination and who wish to use
that time to write articles and
books based upon their research.



Fees and costs

Australian citizens
and Australian
permanent residents

Higher Degree by Research
students who are Australian
citizens, New Zealand citizens or
Australian permanent residents
are not required to pay tuition
fees as they are funded under an
Australian Government scheme
called the Research Training
Scheme (RTS). This program
pays the fees of masters by
research (up to two years) and
doctoral students (up to four
years).

Tuition fees for

international students

To study at Monash University,
international students are
required to pay tuition fees.
Tuition fees vary for each course,
however an average fee ranges
between $18,000 and $29,000
per annum.

Monash University offers tuition
scholarships for international
Higher Degree by Research
students.

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Clay Douglas credits his
Monash PhD supervisor with
the support and encouragement
that led to him presenting
papers at conferences in the
US, Germany and Melbourne.

Doing his thesis in engineering
and biomechanics, Clay
describes his relationship with
his main supervisor Professor
Brian Fildes as “wonderful”.

“As far as research direction
goes, I’m very fortunate to be
working in a large group of
researchers, led by Brian Fildes,
who all have intimate
understandings of what | am
trying to achieve in my research.
Their guidance has been
priceless to me and my work.”

Clay completed a Bachelor of
Science (Mathematics and
Physiology) and a Bachelor of
Engineering (Hons) —
(Mechanical), before working at
the Monash University Accident
Research Centre (MUARC) gave
him a taste for ‘Human Factor’
research in vehicle safety.
“Monash is one of the only
universities in Australia doing
research in vehicle safety, and
certainly the most well-known
and respected.”

“Another factor that attracted
me to Monash was the
opportunity to work with a world
leading group of researchers on
an emerging research area. And
the research was very much
involved with industry, which is

where | wanted to head
long-term.”

Clay has already begun the
transition to “life after PhD”,
working in the industry on
research activities directly
related to his course. But he
says he’ll wait to see where life
takes him after study. “I see
myself working in this field for
several years to come, however
| don’t know what the future will
hold for me. In any case, | think
| have been provided a
wonderful grounding for
whichever direction | head.

It has given me the opportunity
to travel and meet some
amazing people. It has also
increased my ability to critically
analyse research and people in
general.”
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English language
requirements

Sound English language skills are required for academic programs at Monash.
If an applicant’s first language is not English, the English language requirement must
be satisfied in one or more of the following ways:

A) International English
Language Testing Service
(IELTS)

An overall band score of not less
than 6.5 on the (International
English Language Testing Service
(IELTS) test. In addition, a score
of at least 6.0 is required for each
band score and applicants must
undertake the academic module
in regard to reading and writing.

In the faculties of Arts, Business
and Economics and Law, an
overall IELTS score of 7.0 (7.0 on
writing module is required). In the
Department of Epidemiology and
Preventive Medicine, an overall
|IELTS score of 7.0 with individual
band scores of 6.5 is required.
Tests that are taken more than
two years prior to application

will not be accepted.

B) Test of English as a
Foreign Language

The following scores achieved in
the Test of English as a Foreign
Language (TOEFL):

e A minimum total score of 577
together with a score of 5 or
more on the TOEFL Test of
Written English (TWE) (paper
based score);

* A minimum total score of 233
together with a score of 5 or
more on the Essay Rating (ER)
(computer-based score); or

e A minimum total score of 91
(internet based score) together
with @ minimum score of 25 in
the written test and a minimum
score of 22 in each of the
reading, speaking and listening
tests.
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Tests that are taken more than
two years prior to application will
not be accepted. Details can be
found at www.toefl.org.

In the faculties of Arts and Law
and the Department of
Epidemiology and Preventive
Medicine prospective candidates
are required to achieve; a
minimum total score of 600 and

a score of 5.0 or more in the TWE
(paper based); or a minimum total
score of 100 with a minimum
score of 25 in each of the written,
reading, speaking and listening
tests (internet-based test).

C) Past studies in English

Successful completion of a
course of tertiary studies of

at least two years’ duration
conducted entirely in English and
involving formal assessment of
written work, in a country where
English is the official language.
Evidence in the form of a letter or
certificate issued by the university
registrar’s office will need to be
provided. Studies must be
completed within a five-year
period prior to application. In the
faculties of Arts and Law, studies
must be completed within the
two-year period prior to
application. Where studies have
been conducted entirely in
English and involving formal
assessment of written work in a
country where English is one of
two or more official languages

of that country, a case may be
made to the Monash Research
Graduate School Committee by
the relevant department/faculty.
The World Factbook located at
www.cia.gov/cia/publications/
factbook/ lists the official
languages of all countries.

Successful completion of a
course of tertiary studies of

at least two years’ duration at
Monash South Africa campus

or the Monash Malaysia campus
or an equivalent Malaysian tertiary
education campus recognised by
Monash University. Studies must
be completed within the five-year
period prior to application. In the
faculties of Arts and Law, studies
must be completed within the
two-year period prior to
application.

D) English language bridging
programs

Students with an overall IELTS
score of 6.0 (writing score of 6.0);
or a paper-based TOEFL score of
550 with a TWE of 4.5 or
internet-based TOEFL score of
79 with @ minimum score of 22 in
the written test and a minimum
score of 19 in the listening,
reading and speaking tests, may
apply for the 10-week Monash
University English Language
Bridging Program (ELBP)
delivered by the Monash
University English Language
Centre. Applicants will not be
admitted to candidature until they
have successfully completed the
ELBP. Some faculties, for
example the Faculty of Law, do
not admit candidates under this
criterion. (Scholarship applicants
must have evidence of successful
completion of the 10-week ELBP
by the closing date for
scholarships to be eligible.)

Students with an overall IELTS
score of 5.0, with no band less
than 5.0, or equivalent as
determined by the Monash
Research Graduate School may
apply for the HDR bridging
program delivered by the Monash
University English Language

Centre. The maximum duration
of the course will be 40 weeks.
Students must first check with
the relevant faculty if they wish
to pursue this course.

Full documentary evidence in
support of English proficiency
must be submitted with
applications for candidature.
Where an applicant’s first
language is not English or where
degree qualifications were not
undertaken in the English
language, Monash reserves the
right to seek further documentary
evidence of English proficiency.

Note: The English language
requirements outlined above
are the University’s minimum
requirements for admission
to a research degree.

Important: Some Monash
University postgraduate
courses have higher English
requirements than others.

Visa regulations require
applicants from assessment
level countries 3 and 4 to
provide a satisfactory [ELTS
test score when applying for
a student visa.

Important: English language
requirements may be
reviewed, students are
advised to check the Monash
website prior to application.
