Melbourne’s vibrant music 
scene hosts a diverse mix of acts, from pub and 
club based bands through to the Melbourne 
Symphony Orchestra, which plays to packed 
houses at the Arts Centre. The city’s alternative arts 
scene supports cabaret and fringe theatre, while 
the National Gallery of Victoria’s exhibitions pull 
large crowds from all over Australia.

Malaysia is a beautiful tropical country with a rich 
blend of ethnic and cultural diversity. Located 
just seven degrees above the equator, it has a 
population of 25 million people. Malays, Chinese 
and Indians form the three major ethnic groups.
