The aim of Monash: Making a difference is to show the many ways in which Monash University contributes actively to the international community. Endeavour to show how a particular person or breakthrough is changing lives for the better. 

It might be a portrait of a Monash-trained doctor working at a refugee camp, a young Monash scientist perfecting his or her invention or Asian villagers using a new water filter developed by Monash engineers. 

The winner of the competition will receive a digital camera.

Judging

Monash: Making a difference will be judged by a panel comprising Monash Vice-Chancellor, Professor David Robinson, Monash Photography lecturer Ms Susan Purdy, and The Australian’s National Pictorial Editor, Mr Lyndon Mechielsen. 

Entries will be judged out of ten on the following criteria: technical quality, artistic merit and general effectiveness in conveying their message.
Eligibility

Entry is open to anyone, except for employees of Monash University Public Affairs and their families and members of the judging panel and their families.

Terms and entry conditions

1. Entries which don’t meet specific entry requirements will be automatically disqualified. Damaged or bent prints are not acceptable.

2. Prints, transparencies and high-resolution images on disk or email are acceptable. Prints should not be mounted. Both colour and black-and-white are acceptable.

3. Photographers’ names and contact details should be clearly marked on their entries.

5. Entrants must provide a typed caption of no more than 25 words and a brief statement which includes their full name and contact details (including telephone number and email), occupation, links to Monash (if any) and why they think their entry shows Monash making a difference.

6. Photographs must have been taken between 1 June 1999 and 31 January 2000.

7. Copyright will remain with the author (photographer), but Monash University retains the right to use the photographs free of charge to promote the university.

8. Every effort should be made to identify photographic subjects and obtain their written permission for publication. Where this is not possible, the entrant should state why.

9. Entries are limited to one per person. Entries will be accepted only from individuals, not on behalf of agencies, businesses or organisations

10. No correspondence will be entered into with entrants about the judging panel’s decision. Judges reserve the right not to make an award.
