This Explanatory Statement is the same as the ‘Generic’ template, however, has a grey box (as above) alerting potential participants that participation in the project can potentially have personal ramifications for their family and may cause distress.

Use the Sensitive & Contentious ES when your research involves:

· patients/participants who are suffering from a terminal illness/disease and where follow up contact with potential participants could reveal they have since passed away i.e. research involving heart disease or similar.  

Some families receive a questionnaire/interview request in the post for a family member who has recently died.  The family are already distressed and the notification of research is only reminder of their loss.  This could potentially lead to a complaint to MUHREC about your research.

IMPORTANT NOTE:  Distress, due to recent life events may occur (unawares to the researcher) and if so, please discontinue reading about the following research.
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
